Determine layout. Your first step should be to identify which

system to a host of media options: cable TV, streaming services,
video game consoles, satellite radio and more. Select a system that
allows all of your potential audio sources to be easily added and
accessible. Consider a multi-source or multi-zone system if you'd like
to listen to different audio sources in different rooms at the same time.

Wired vs. wireless speakers. There are pros and cons to

both wired and wireless speakers. Wired speakers traditionally
produce better sound quality, but the gap has narrowed in recent
years. Wireless speakers allow for more flexibility, as you can easily
attach or detach them around your home. Wireless options, however,
are usually more expensive.

Choose your speaker style. Depending on the style and

aesthetics you'd like to achieve, homeowners have a ton of
options. From wall-attached to in-ceiling to bookshelf to floor-
standing, you can mix and match to find the best combination
of speakers for your entire home.

Professional help or DIY? Depending on your experience with
